BEFORE JESUS BECAME MAN 

 “Now the Angel of the Lord found 
[Hagar] by a spring of water in the wilder-
ness.  Then she called the name of the Lord 
who spoke to her, You-Are-the-God-Who-
Sees”  (Gen. 16:7, 13). 

 “Then the Lord rained brimstone 
and fire on Sodom and Gomorrah, from 
the Lord out of the Heavens”  (Gen. 
19:24). 

 “But the Angel of the Lord called 
to him from heaven and said, ‘Abraham, 
Abraham!...Do not lay your hand on the 
lad, or do anything to him; for now I know 
that you fear God, since you have not with-
held your son, your only son, from 
Me’”  (Gen. 22:11-12). 

 “And the Angel of the Lord ap-
peared to [Moses] in a flame of fire from 
the midst of a bush.’ I am the God of your 
father—the God of Abraham, the God of 
Isaac, and the God of Jacob.’
